Time for Kids Project


Due date: Friday, March 16, 2012 (in class that day, not 11:59pm!)

Value: 300 points, the equivalent of three test grades


Mission: To create your own 8-page issue of Time for Kids, where every article

and every item deals with an aspect of Ancient Greece.  Suggested topics include Greece’s geography, the Mycenaeans, the Greek alphabet, the Greeks gods and goddesses, Greek myths, the ancient Olympics, Homer’s epics, Aesop, the growth of Greek city-states, forms of government on Greece (monarchy, aristocracy, oligarchy, tyranny), Athenian democracy, Athens v. Sparta, the Persian Wars, Pericles and the Golden Age, the Delian League, the Peloponnesian War, Alexander the Great, Greek contributions to drama, sculpture, architecture, the writing of history, philosophy, medicine, astronomy, mathematics, physics, and more.  See the in-class list of possible biographies as well. 


Specifics: cover – red border, large colored TFK title, picture and title of cover story, 




teasers, YOUR NAME (!)


     pp. 2-3 – “In the News” – 3 or 4 short, illustrated articles, Top 5 List



     pp. 4-5 – cover story, lavishly illustrated



     pp. 6-7 – 2 articles, 1 filling each page, illustrated 



     p. 8 – “Who’s News” – 3 or 4 short illustrated biographies, Mystery Person
Some ground rules:

1. All articles must be in your own words.  No plagiarism.  (Duh!)  Citations must be given for the sources of both your information and your pictures.  Google, Yahoo, MSN Search, or any other search engines are not acceptable citations!  And remember, Wikipedia – bad!
2. All articles must have at least one accompanying illustration (hand-drawn, cut from a magazine, copied from a book, downloaded from a computer – all are OK), and it/they must be in color and cited.
3. Word processing is required.  Suggested font size – 14 or smaller.

4. Articles on Greek history can be written as if you were living in the Greek past or from a modern perspective, looking back.  
5. Group research is OK, but everyone must submit a separate, unique project.

6. Connections must be made to the other academic disciplines – math, science, and language arts.  Extra credit will be given for connections to Specials.

7. Earliest date of acceptance – Monday, March 12, 2012.  Five bonus points will be added for each school day it’s early (Maximum – 20 points).

8. The teacher – me! – reserves the right to tweak these instructions at any time.

9. The decision of the judge – me, again! – is final.

You must have your 2 articles for pages 6 and 7 typed and submitted for 



approval, with citations.  Find pictures and citations for your page 2-3 



articles.  Start working on cover.
Friday, Mar. 9

You must have 3 biographies and a Mystery Person for page 8 typed and 



submitted for approval, with citations.  Find pictures and citations for 



your page 6-7 articles.  Continue working on cover.

Friday, Mar. 16

FINAL PROJECT DUE.  Find pictures and citations for your back page.
