Communication
· Source: Who or what produces the information or message to be sent. Example: Person talking

· Encoder: Converts the information into a form that can be sent easily.  Example: Keypad when sending a text message.
· Transmitter: Sends a message.  Example: Inside a phone there is an electronic transmitter.

· Channel: A channel is the path the message travels.        

Example: Phone Lines
· Receiver: Receives the incoming message and sends it to the decoder.

Example: Electronic receiver in the base of the phone.
· Decoder: Converts the message back to a form that the destination (person) can understand.

Example: The speaker
· Destination: who or what receives and understands the message

· Communication is when a message is sent, received and understood.  Example: machines speaking same language

Humans, animals, and machines can all communicate.
· Machines communicate with each other.

Example: A robot arm that sprays paint on automobiles is controlled by a computer.  The computer tells the robot arm what to paint, in what direction, and for how long. 
· Mass Communication – Communication with many people at once.  radio, television, newspapers, magazines
